Civic initiatives (grassroot movements) aimed at the preservation of cultural heritage
in Post-Soviet Armenia
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Abstract: The emergence and growth of civic initiatives (grassroot movements) aimed at the preservation of cultural
heritage can be considered a new "awakening" of the society's consciousness over the past 11 years, and claim that it
was conditioned by a new generation that did not live in the Soviet regime and did not directly experience it as well as
by a certain refusal from the state policy approaches of the RA cultural policy. International cultural policies have also
contributed to the growth of cultural heritage initiatives, which greatly emphasizes the function of public cultural
preservation. The development of new information and communication technologies also contributed to their growth.
They were able to promote the socio-cultural and political developments in Armenia, to contribute to the preservation of
cultural heritage and create a new civic culture. In fact, what has not been done for a long time by the NGOs and
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western donors, grassroot movements have succeeded. The emergence of grassroot movements in Armenia has shown
the development of civil society and changed Soviet perceptions and practices about it. Though grassroot movements
are focused on specific issues, their struggle is focused on more problems, corruption, oligarchic levers, lack of law,
disappointment with politicians and other issues. The article also outlines the role of grassroot movements in real-life
situations such as strengthening social capital and democracy by linking it to the concept of preserving cultural heritage.
Although the civic initiatives was able to influence cultural policy and expand public participation in the field, they still

need to overcome fundamental issues.
