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Abstract. The negative impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on the economies of all countries is obvious. Armenia,
being an open economy, was also affected by this external shock. However, unlike the other countries, the year 2020 for
Armenia was also marked by the Artsakh war, which worsened the RA economy, healthcare, entrepreneurship and other
sectors. Therefore, within the framework of this article, the effects of the COVID-19 epidemic and the Artsakh war on
the Armenian tax revenues and tax burden were considered. The article also presented the negative impact on each tax
types.
